Formed in 1995 in the small Swedish town of Kristinehamn, Misconduct’s innovative take on old school hardcore and their dedicated touring schedule quickly established them as one of Europe’s leading melodic hardcore acts.

It all started with a 7 track demo “Like the Old Days”, released in 1996, which caught the attention of Sweden’s Bad Taste Records (Satanic Surfers, Turtlehead, Weakerthans).  Bad Taste put the band on numerous label compilations as well as released their first EP “A Change”.  The EP was well received and Misconduct did a full European tour in support of Swedish hardcore legends 59 Times The Pain.  1997 saw the release of the bands’ first full length “"...Another Time” which was supported with constant touring of Europe.

After the release of a 7” "Signed in Blood" and some line up changes, Misconduct went into the studio in December ’98 with Mattias (Millencolin) and Miezko (Nasum) in Studio Soundlab.  In February '99, Bad Taste Records released Misconduct’s 2nd full length, "A New Direction”. After the release of "A New Direction" Misconduct went overseas in March/April to join the "SnoJam 5" tour in Canada playing alongside bands like AFI, Anti-Flag, Bouncing Souls, Gob, Chixdiggit and many other great bands.  Immediately following the Canadian SnoJam tour, Misconduct lost a member of the band and had to cancel their US tour with Madball, which led to thoughts of disbanding.  But after some serious thought and persuasion from Bad Taste Records, Misconduct found some new members and embarked on the BAD TASTE EUROPEAN TOUR '99 in October/November.

After yet some more line-up changes, the release of a split with Toronto’s Trigger Happy on Bad Taste and more North American touring, Misconduct found themselves with some free time after a couple of tours were cancelled.  They decided to part ways with Bad Taste and record their next album independently. They went into TBV studios in August 2002 with local hero Lennart "LEONID" Karlsson and did most of the work by themselves using only an analog 16-channel table, no digital effects and an old-fashion recording technique. The result of all this was the most intense and spontaneous recording ever made by the band.  “…United As One” was released on Misconduct’s own label Side By Side Records in Europe.  They spent the summer of 2003 on the road in Europe with bands such as Hatebreed, Sick of it All and Youth of Today as well as bunch of punk rock festivals where they played with bands like Randy and Bombshell Rocks.

“…United As One” will be released in North America in February 2004 on Union 2112 (Down By Law, Ann Beretta, Snuff, Belvedere). The disc features fists-in-the-air scream alongs full of positivity and hope along with tons of wicked bonus tracks and 2 new videos.  Look out for Misconduct on tour in North America in the Spring 2004.
